This report is for the first quarter of year 1 of project 19-001C. For the first quarter, 5,866 samples were run which is 241
samples over the budgeted amount for the period. Of these, 97% were plant samples and 3% were psyllid samples. This
total also includes approximatley 1000 samples that were run using alternate assays as requested by the customer.
Beginning with the 19-001C funding period, the Southern Gardens Diagnostic Laboratory (SGDL) said it would run
alternate assays as requested by the customer provided that the customer provides the primer sequences and testing
