In accordance with our contract, I am pleased to report the following:
 
All Cycle 7 Fast Track Program, Traditional New Planting Program, Emerging Varieties Program, and Existing Tree Therapy program projects have been selected and verified for eligibility requirements, including enrollment in citrus best management practices and compliance agreements. 
 
The Fast Track Program has 219 active contracts encompassing 1,581,119 trees for $14,343,680.00 in contracts.
 
The Traditional New Planting Program has 581 active contracts encompassing 358,592 trees for $55,339,165.00 in contracts.
 
The Emerging Varieties Program has 122 active contracts encompassing 438,164 trees for $19,217,356.00 in contracts.
 
The Existing Tree Therapy Program has issued 528 contracts encompassing over 27,000 acres of treated citrus trees for over $9,000,000 in contracts.  We continue to issue contracts to allocate the remaining funding as directed by the CRAFT Board of Directors.
