	ABSTRACT: These studies looking at the impact of delaying the treatment of citrus tree stumps with herbicide (Remedy®) for up to 72 hours is continuing and has reached 90 days after treatment (DAT) at the Lake Placid site and 60 DAT at the Arcadia location.  At both locations, none of the citrus stumps have sprouted from any of the treatment times (at time of clipping, 24, 48 or 72 hours) or rates (Remedy® at 25 or 50% solution).  In both studies, 6 of the 7 untreated control citrus stumps have sprouted indicating that Remedy® is effectively providing sprout control, at least to this point in the study.  The study will continue until at least 180 DAT.
