An analysis of the candidate pathogenesis-specific proteins was made to determine which ones would serve as good
candidates for protein purification. The citrus genome was not yet publicly available so it was impossible to design primers
that could amplify the host genes that appear to be preferentially expressed during pathogenesis. Primers are being
designed for the 26 Liberibacter proteins that are expressed exclusively during pathogenesis.
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
