	ABSTRACT: As proposed, a transgenic test site has been prepared at the USDA/ARS USHRL Picos Farm in Ft. Pierce.  A new 8 acre site has been bedded, supplied with irrigation, and a ground cover established. Several acres in the far NE corner have been prepared for Dr. Dawson's proposed field test of modified CTV expression vectors designed to produce anti-microbial peptides in citrus host plants.  APHIS specified that Dr. Dawson's site be as far from existing commercial citrus groves as possible, and recommended the NE corner of the Picos Farm.

Answers have been provided to numerous questions from regulators to facilitate field testing approval.  Cooperators have been made aware that the site is ready for planting.
